ENTERING BLAIRMORE BEFORE FIREWORKS
July 16™ after 5 p.m. please enter Blairmore from the EAST & WEST accesses, the CENTRE access
south bound lane will be CLOSED TO ALL VEHICLES except emergency personnel. If you are
travelling back towards B.C. after the fireworks park your vehicle facing WEST. If you are heading
EAST towards Lethbridge, make sure you park facing EAST.

LEAVING BLAIRMORE AFTER THE FIREWORKS
July 16™ after the fireworks traffic will be forced to make “RIGHT TURNS” ONLY from their
respective parking spots with NO EXCEPTIONS!! 107™ STREET CLOSED FOR EMERGENCY
TRAFFIC ONLY!! This will ease the congestion in the area. KNOW THE DIRECTION you will be
travelling after the fireworks BEFORE YOU PARK!!

WEST BOUND TRAFFIC
If you are parking on the NORTH side of the highway (old mine site & cemetery area) all traffic will be
directed to the WEST. ALL west bound traffic will be directed out of Blairmore by way of the WEST
access.

EAST BOUND TRAFFIC
EAST bound traffic will be directed out of the EAST and CENTRE accesses. In this “NO STOPPING
ZONE” [please stay in your respective EAST or WEST bound lanes. There will be no stopping or
parking allowed on the shoulders of the Highway or ditch area & police will be ticketing offenders.
Please keep in mind that the flag people are volunteers donating their time. They are doing their best to
ensure that you get on your way safely and quickly.
