Troy Linderman – EMS Transition
Mr. Troy Linderman. Director of the Crowsnest Pass EMS provided Council with an update on the EMS transition of ambulance services:
· Contract negotiations continue with Alberta Health Services for ambulance services for Crowsnest Pass
· EMS will continue to provide two (2) ambulances 24/7 365 days per year

· One Advanced Life Support and one Basic Life support

· Fire Stand-by for instances within the municipality will be billed accordingly

· Crowsnest Pass EMS will no longer be able to provide back country rescue services and polices around the deployment of ambulances to back country need to be developed

· Dispatching Services is still under review.  FREMS will continue to provide service for Crowsnest Pass until April 1st; after that date how that service will be managed is unknown

· Alberta Health and Wellness Emergency Health Services is implementing a new Emergency Health Services Act

· Directors of Operations for Alberta Health Services have been named as have the Zone Medical Directors

Council expressed concern that according to new procedures there may be times when an ambulance or paramedics would not be available in our community because of the dispatch of the ALS ambulance to other locations when required.
