HPAI Surge Expected in Alberta this Spring

HPAI cases are expected to increase
this spring as a result of large
numbers of migratory birds carrying
the virus returning to Alberta. This
virus spreads through feces and is
most susceptible to domestic
chickens and turkeys. All suspected
and confirmed cases must be
reported.

Some signs of infection include loss of
appetite, drop in egg production,
swelling of skin under eyes, purplish
coloring of wattles and combs,
coughing and sneezing, diarrhea, and
lack of coordination or ability to walk.

NOXIOUS WEED OF THE MONTH
DAME’S ROCKET

Pink-purple-white 4 petaled flowers; hairy, lance shaped
leaves that wrap around stem, shallow slender root.

To prevent infection in your flock,
limit visitors allowed near the flock,
avoid other premises with poultry,
create an isolation coop to observe
sick birds, have dedicated footwear
for accessing your coop, wash and
sanitize hands before attending

coop, and predator proof your coop.
